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The Medical Society of London has a continuous history since it was founded in 1773 by Dr John Coakley Lettsom, MD,FRS, “for the advancement of the science of medicine, surgery and those branches of science connected therewith.”

With great vision, the Society was founded with equal numbers of physicians surgeons and apothecaries, and practitioners from all branches of medicine form today’s membership.

The Society meets from October to May, normally on the second and fourth Monday of the month, at Lettsom House, its home since 1873.

The annual subscription is currently £75 (£70 if paid by direct debit) and for country members and those under 35 the subscription is £40.

There are no extra charges for attending lectures nor for the annual copy of The Transactions, in which the texts of lectures are reprinted.

Lectures start at 8.15pm and, after questions, normally end at 9.30pm, followed by coffee. Lectures are preceded by an optional buffet supper at 7.15pm and the Society seeks to combine its medical activities with a convivial social atmosphere.  Fellows are encouraged to bring their wives, husbands or friends, many of whom are non medical. Because of this and the wide scope of the syllabus, many of the lectures tend to be of general medical interest, rather than of a highly specialised nature.
